[image: ]The fellowship is meant to support PhD candidates who want to spend time abroad during their PhD in order to gain experience and improve their chances in receiving a personal grant (i.e. Rubicon; Veni) after their PhD. The fellowship amounts to € 10,500 based on actual costs of max. € 1,500 for living allowance per month and max. € 1,500 travel costs, for a period of max. 6 months. The fellowship can be performed during any period within the PhD trajectory. 

The HS BAFTA fellowships are submitted by Principal Investigators and supervisors and are strictly personal and cannot be transferred to other persons.
Criteria
The applications/candidates in the framework of the HS BAFTA-programme will be checked against the following criteria:
· Originality of the proposal;
· Motivation of the candidate researcher;
· Judgement of the supervisor;
· Possibilities for a follow-up scientific career (within CARIM). This should be clearly addressed in the letter from the supervisor;
· Team player attitude of candidate/management and leadership skills;
· Publications/dissemination (taking career stage into account);
· Societal impact and/or economical relevance. 
Application procedure
The deadline for application is 1 May 2025. To apply for admission to the HS BAFTA-programme, PIs and supervisors are invited to submit an application by email to Tara de Koster (e-mail: carim-office@maastrichtuniversity.nl), using the application form. If the PhD candidate came to work in The Netherlands from another country and the 30% facility applies (limitations apply), please contact Tara de Koster, CARIM office (Tel: +31 (0)43) 3881766, e-mail: carim-office@maastrichtuniversity.nl) before applying to discuss the options.
Within two months after the deadline, the selection will be completed and the awards of the fellowships are announced. 
Incomplete applications (notice the maximum word count[footnoteRef:1]) and applications without the supporting letter from the Principal Investigator/supervisor will not be taken into consideration. [1:  Exceeding the word limit can lead to disqualification.]
